JETHRO’S CONVERSION AND COUNSEL
Exodus 18

BIG IDEA: Effective ministry is God working through us and others
working alongside us.

TEXT:

T“Now Jethro, the priest of Midian, Moses’ father-in-law, heard of all that God had done for
Moses and for Israel His people, how the Lord had brought Israel out of Egypt. 2 Jethro,
Moses’ father-in-law, took Moses’ wife Zipporah, after he had sent her away, 3and her two
sons, of whom one was named Gershom, for Moses said, ‘| have been a sojourner in a
foreign land.’ 4 The other was named Eliezer, for he said, ‘The God of my father was my
help, and delivered me from the sword of Pharaoh.’”

Exodus 3:12 “And He said, ‘Certainly | will be with you, and this shall be the sign to you that it
is | who have sent you: when you have brought the people out of Egypt, you shall worship
God at this mountain.”

Isaiah 45:5-6 “| am the Lord, and there is no other; Besides Me there is no God. | will gird you,

though you have not known Me; ¢ That men may know from the rising to the setting of the sun
That there is no one besides Me. | am the Lord, and there is no other.”
